Please join us as Hebron Presbyterian Church cele-
brates Easter beginning with Palm Sunday/Passion
Sunday worship April 5, including events Thursday-
Saturday during Holy Week (which is the week be-
tween Palm Sunday and Easter), and concluding with a
Sunrise Service, Fellowship Breakfast, and morning
worship on Easter Sunday, April 12.

The Sunday before Easter is known by two names:
Palm Sunday; and Passion Sunday. It is called Palm
Sunday because of what is called the Triumphal Entry,

This also fulfilled the
prophecy of Zechariah 9:9,
which said, “Rejoice greatly,
O daughter of Zion! Shout
aloud, O daughter of Jerusa-
lem! Lo, your king comes to
you; triumphant and victori-
ous is he, humble and riding on an ass, on a colt the
foal of an ass.”

It 1s called Passion Sunday because it was the last
Sunday before Jesus underwent what is called the
“Passion,” which includes all the horrible pain and suf-
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suffering that Jesus
experienced on ou

(Luke 23:11); his sentence of death (Matt. 27:26; Mark

the soldiers (Matt. 27:27-31, Mark 15:16-20, Luke 19:2
-3), being led away to Calvary (Matthew 27:32-34;
Mark 15:21-24; Luke 23:26-31; John 19:16-17); and
his crucifixion (including being mocked by onlookers,
and even other prisoners being crucified), death and
burial (Matt. 27:33-66, Mark 15:22-47, Luke 23:33-56,
John 19:16-42).

I have always found the Sunday before Easter to be a
bit “tricky” in planning worship. It is a Sunday both for
celebration (just as the crowds celebrated the Trium-
phal Entry and welcomed Jesus with palm branches and
Hosannas), and for sadness and remorse (as we con-
sider the events of Jesus’ Passion).

The “trick” to the service is to include both important

Results of Hebron Congregational Meeting March 22

Three members of the congregation were elected to
serve on the 2009 Church Nominating Committee, and
the congregation voted against decreasing the size of
the Session from 15 members to 12 at a Congregational
Meeting held following morning worship on Sunday,
March 22, at Hebron Presbyterian Church.

Nicola Cahill, Vicki Drumheller and Gail Mayer
were elected to the Church Nominating Committee by
acclamation, after being place in nomination by the
2008 Church Nominating Committee, and there being
no additional nominations from the floor.

They join active elders John Hildebrand (chair) and
Joan Wright, who had earlier been named to the com-
mittee by the Session.

Rules of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), of which
Hebron is a member, require the Session to name two
elders to the Church Nominating Committee, one of
whom must be an active elder (currently on Session)
and designated the committee chair. The Congregation
must then elect a sufficient number of members so that
a majority of the committee is made up of church mem-

elements of the day in a single service. Also, because
we do not have a Good Friday service at Hebron, the
Sunday before Easter is the appropriate time to con-
sider the Passion; otherwise, we might have two Sun-
days of celebration (Palm Sunday and then Easter), but
without considering the price that Jesus paid for us.

Of course, we will have our annual Maundy Thursday
service on April 9 at 7:00 p.m., including celebration of
the Lord’s Supper by Intinction (tearing a piece of
bread from the loaf, and dipping it into the cup), but the
focus of the Maundy Thursday service isn’t the Pas-
sion, either; the events remembered on Maundy Thurs-
day were the last things to happen before the Passion
began with the Agony in the Garden of Gethsemane.

Maundy Thursday recalls three events: The Last Sup-
per, which was also the instituting or beginning of the
Lord’s Supper, which Jesus told his disciples to do in
memory of him; the Washing of the Disciples’ Feet,
demonstrating service and humility, and emphasizing
that disciples of Jesus are to follow the example that he
gave, of one who came to serve, and not to be served;
and the New Commandment that Jesus gave according
to John 13:34: “A new commandment I give to you,
that you love one another; even as I have loved you,
that you also love one another.”

The source of the word “Maundy” comes from the
Latin word for “command” (mandatunp, because this
was the night when Jesus commanded the disciples to
love one another as he had first loved them. He also
emphasized that it was a new commandment; scripture
already told us to love our neighbors as ourselves
(Leviticus 19:18), but Jesus added that we should love
one another just as he had loved u§he manner and

degree to which we
should love were in-
creased when Jesus
gave us this New Com-
mandment to his fol-
lowers.

We will not have a
Good Friday service,
but the church sanctu-

ary will be open from S EPARING FOR
9:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m.

for personal prayer and W
private reflection.

Our annual Easter Egg Hunt will be held Saturday,
April 11, beginning at 10:00 a.m. in the Fellowship
Hall, and will be followed by a hot dog lunch for the
children. The event will be held rain or shine — outside
if the weather is good, and inside if the weather is bad.

Results of Hebron Congregational Meeting Held March 22
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bers who are not currently serving as officers. Because
both elders chosen by the Session are current officers,
the congregation had to elect at least three who are not
currently serving as officers.

After a period for discussion and questions, the con-
gregation voted 41-22 against a recommendation from
the Session to reduce the size of the board from 15 eld-
ers to 12 elders. The recommendation was approved at
the Jan. 15, 2009, meeting of the Session, and needed
to be put before the Congregation before the Church
Nominating Committee began its work, since the size
of the Session would affect the Nominating Committee.
With 15 members, the church would need to elect five

new elders each year, while only four would be needed
if the Session had only 12 members.

During discussion, two arguments in favor of reduc-
ing the size of the Session were that 12 members would
be about 10% of the current average church attendance,
which would provide adequate representation; while 15
members means a larger and more unwieldy group in
terms of discussion and decision-making. One argu-
ment in favor of keeping the size of the Session at 15 is
that three years ago the congregation voted to decrease
the membership from 18 to 15 (from 6 elders elected
each year, to 5 elders elected each year), and 2009 will
be the first year with only 15 members, so perhaps we
should see how that works out before changing again.

The Moderator opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. A
quorum was declared present. The Moderator offered a
devotional reading followed by prayer.

Session approved the minutes of the Jan. 15, 2009,
Stated Meeting with corrections.

Session approved the minutes of the Jan. 25, 2009,
Congregational Meeting as presented.

Clerk’s Report: The Clerk read a letter from Homer
Cornish, Presbytery Worldwide Mission Committee
concerning the “$2 per person per year” request for
new missionary support. This request had already been
approved by Hebron through the Commitment/Witness
Committee.

Per a recommendation from the Clerk, Session ap-
proved a motion to remove Benjamin W. Shiflet from
the rolls and dismiss him to the McLean Presbyterian
Church, where he is already a member.

Session approved the wedding request of Amanda
Slade, to be held at Hebron on May 16, with rehearsal
will be at Hebron on May 15. A Presbyterian minister
will officiate. Session liaison for this wedding to be ap-
pointed at a later date. This approval is conditional
upon the receipt of the wedding request form and pay-
ment of appropriate fees per the wedding policy.

Session approved the wedding request of Ashley
Middlekauff and Aaron Payne to be held at Hebron on
June 27, with rehearsal at Hebron on June 26. Pastor
Frank Wyche will officiate. Alan Mayer will serve as
the Session liaison. Session also approved the request
that the bride’s father be allowed to play the Hebron
organ during the wedding service.

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Mike Ruleman pre-
sented a detailed Report of Fund Balances as of Feb.
19, 2009, and a Report of Receipts and Disbursements
since the last meeting. It was noted that the General
Fund balance continues to improve. Since last month it
has increased by $1,297.80, going from $4,138.93 to
$5,436.73. It was also noted that the final payment for
the pastor’s moving expense has been made back to the
undesignated fund from which it was borrowed. Ses-
sion approved the financial report as presented.

Presbytery Report: Commissioner Glenn Mader re-
ported on the Feb. 14, 2009, meeting of Shenandoah
Presbytery, held at Massanutten Presbyterian Church.

Discussion followed on the vote by the presbytery to
uphold “Amendment B,” which concerns the require-
ments for ordination, and was one of the major topics
of the meeting.

Old Business

Session was updated on the issue of the payment to
Bird’s Plumbing on repairs made to the furnace. Upon
receipt of our payment of $3000, Bird’s has requested a
meeting to resolve the issue of the remaining amount
billed. The Property Committee will invite Mr. Bird to
their March meeting.

Alan Mayer reported that C. Ralph Mills has ended
his trial period as organist, but has offered to play on
Sundays only, if we can arrange to have choir rehearsal
without him coming over from Charlottesville. Music
Director Hannah Bush has spoken to him and is willing
to try out this arrangement for a while to see if it will
work. Session voted to allow Hannah to use the organ-
ist salary of $150/wk to have Ralph play on Sundays,
and to arrange for other accompaniment for choir re-
hearsal. The Organist Search Committee will review
the situation after it has been tried it for a while to de-
termine whether this might work for the long term. Ses-
sion also approved Ralph’s offer to present an organ
concert on Sunday afternoon, April 26, 2009, with de-
tails to be forthcoming.

Cemetery: Co-chair Alan Mayer thanked Fred
Smiley, Noah Turnage, and Richard Rathburn for
cleaning up the damage to the old cemetery fence and a
fallen tree caused by the recent high winds.

Christian Education: No report.

Commitment/Witness: Co-chair Lorrie Dean pre-
sented a written report of committee activities. High-
lights included special offerings, activities and projects
for 2009. Scout charter representative Mike Fallin pre-
sented a written report of the information to go into the

Session approved the recommendation and will also
consider a request to schedule communion for our
Christmas Eve service.

Pastor’s Report: Pastor Frank Wyche reported on
completion of March newsletter, activities for Lent,
home communion, completion of new officer training,
and the wedding of Megan Elizabeth Wagner and
Bryan Scott Shomo. The pastor may take some vaca-
tion during Lent before Palm Sunday/Easter and Holy
Week activities, and will keep Session informed.

New Business

Session set the date for the next congregational meet-
ing for Sunday, March 22, 2009, to elect the congrega-
tional members of the Church Nominating Committee,
and to put before the congregation the Session recom-
mendation of Jan. 15, 2009, to reduce the size of Ses-
sion from 15 elders to 12 elders.

Session called for the 2009 financial audit to be per-
formed and will ask Hannah Bush the complete this
task on her own schedule, and report back to Session.

How Presbyterian Churches
Are Supposed To Work

The word “Presbyterian” comes from the Greek word
“presbyter,” which means “elder.” So, in simple terms,
“Presbyterian” means “government by elders.”

One reason (among others) Presbyterians don’t have
priests (who have certain authority that ministers or
pastors don’t have) or bishops (again, an individual
with more authority than others) is that we believe the
Holy Spirit goes where it will (see John 3:1-17, espe-
cially verse 8).

Presbyterians believe that the Holy Spirit equips and
enlightens whomever it chooses, including the laity
and not automatically those who are ordained. We be-
lieve the presence of and/or the work of the Holy Spirit
cannot be “assigned” to any one person, or ‘“guaran-
teed” to be present in any one person. We do not be-
lieve that just because a minister (or priest, or bishop)
is ordained, that the Holy Spirit will automatically
speak more through them than through anyone else.

Instead we look to Paul’s first letter to the Corin-
thians at chapter 12, verse 7: “To each is given the
manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.” The
larger passage (1 Cor. 12:1-31) makes it clear that dif-
ferent people receive different gifts, so that all work to-
gether for the good of the church.

Also, in 1 Corinthians 1:7, Pauls tells the Corinthians
“you are not lacking in any spiritual gift,” and that
“you” is plural, not singular.

Taken together, Paul affirmed that God gives all of us
gifts of the Holy Spirit, for the common good, for the
good of the church; and that when we all contribute our
gifts, the church will have everything it needs to do its
work for and with God — we will not be lacking any of
the spiritual gifts that we need to be Christ’s church.

During discussion at our congregational meeting on
March 22 to consider reducing the size of the Session,
it was pointed out that the work of the church is done
by committees of the total church membership, and not
just by the elders.

This agrees with the Bible. For Hebron (or any other
church) to succeed, we all need to put our gifts to use
for the common good. We need you to serve on a com-
mittee to put your gift to use in the church.

Joys and Concerns: The blessings and prayer con-
cerns of the congregation, friends, and relatives were
shared by the moderator and Session for corporate and
individual prayer.

The meeting was adjourned with prayer by the mod-
erator at 8:45 p.m. The next stated meeting of the Ses-
sion will be Thursday, March 19, 2009, at 7:00 p.m.

Over the past two years the Stewardship, Memorial
and Endowment Fund Committee (better known as
Stewardship) worked with several financial institutions
to establish an endowment fund policy for Hebron
Church. This policy was adopted by the Session, and
funds are now invested with the Shenandoah Presby-
tery Corporation for each endowment fund.

Why endowment funds? Just as annual stewardship
giving returns to God a portion of our annual income,
contributions to an endowment fund provide a means to
share and expand the accumulated gifts which God pro-
vides us as durable support for Hebron’s ministry.
These funds allow members and supporters of Hebron
and its mission to further its ministry through planned
gifts and bequests. They create reserve accounts, sepa-
rate from the operating budget, which are invested with
the income being re-invested, or used:

«To extend the mission and benevolence work of the
Church;

eFor capital improvements, emergency maintenance,
repairs of the physical facilities and grounds of the
Church; and/or

eFor upkeep, maintenance and other expenses associ-
ated with the cemeteries.

The four endowment funds are:

General: Endowment gifts and bequests not other-
wise designated by a donor will be placed in the gen-
eral endowment fund. The income, or a percentage
thereof, from this fund may be re-invested, or applied
to the Church’s programs annually. The current balance
of this fund is $2,216.

Worship/Mission: Endowment gifts and bequests

will be used only for worship and mission endeavors
(including but not limited to Christian education, local
and global missions, worship, music and evangelism/
outreach). Current Balance: $2,216.

Building/Property: Endowment gifts and bequests
will be used only for building and property projects
(including but not limited to maintenance, buildings,
property and maintenance thereto). Current Balance:
$2,216.

Cemetery: Endowment gifts and bequests will only

be used on cemetery-related matters. Current Balance
$102,941.

Other designated endowment funds could be estab-
lished if requested by an endower; however, funds des-
ignated for any other purpose must be approved and
accepted by the Session.

How can you contribute to one of these endowment
funds? There are numerous ways.

Many are listed in a brochure on endowments which
the committee has prepared and has placed in the rear
of the Church. Feel free to pick up one on any Sunday
to learn more. Also, you may wish to check with your
lawyer or financial advisor for the most effective way
for you to contribute depending on your financial situa-
tion.

However you choose to do it, please take the time to
learn how you can contribute, so that together we can
ensure that Hebron is here for many generations to
come.

And as you read the literature or speak with your fi-
nancial advisor please remember that gifts to the En-
dowment Funds do not have to be large. Any size gift
will benefit the mission of the church.
