RESPONSIVE OLD TESTAMENT LESSON ~ Psalm 139: 1-12, 23-24 

   L: O LORD, you have searched me and known me. 

   P: You know when I sit down and when I rise up; you discern my thoughts from afar. 

   L: You search out my path and my lying down, and you are acquainted with all my ways. 

   P: Even before a word is on my tongue, behold, O LORD, you know it altogether. 

   L: You hem me in, from behind and in front, and you lay your hand upon me. 

   P: Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is high; I cannot attain it. 

   L: Where shall I go from your Spirit? Or where shall I flee from your presence? 

   P: If I ascend to heaven, you are there. If I make my bed in Sheol [the land of 

 the dead], you are there. 

   L: If I take the wings of the morning and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, 

 even there your hand shall lead me, and your right hand shall hold me. 

   P: If I say, “Surely the darkness shall cover me, and the light about me be night,” 

 even the darkness is not dark to you; the night is bright as the day, for darkness 

 is as light with you.

GOSPEL LESSON ~ Matthew 13: 24-30, 36-43 ~ Pages 847-848 in the pew Bible 

     Another parable he [Jesus] put before them [the crowds], saying, “The kingdom of heaven 

may be compared to a man who sowed good seed in his field; but while people were sleeping, 

his enemy came and sowed weeds [or, tares, KJV] among the wheat, and went away. So 

when the plants came up and bore grain, then the weeds appeared also. And the servants of 

the householder came and said to him, „Sir, did you not sow good seed in your field? How 

then has it weeds?‟ He said to them, „An enemy has done this.‟ The servants said to him, 

„Then do you want us to go and gather them?‟ But he said, „No; lest in gathering the weeds 

you root up the wheat along with them. Let both grow together until the harvest; and at har-

vest time I will tell the reapers, Gather the weeds first and bind them in bundles to be burned, 

but gather the wheat into my barn.‟” 

     Then he left the crowds and went into the house. And his disciples came to him, saying, 

“Explain to us the parable of the weeds of the field.” He answered, “He who sows the good 

seed is the Son of man; the field is the world, and the good seed means the children of the 

kingdom; the weeds are the children of the evil one, and the enemy who sowed them is the  



devil; the harvest is the close of the age, and the reapers are angels. Just as the weeds are 

gathered and burned with fire, so will it be at the close of the age. The Son of man will 

send his angels, and they will gather out of his kingdom all causes of sin and all evildoers, 

and throw them into the furnace of fire; there people will weep and gnash their teeth. Then 

the righteous will shine like the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Those who have ears, 

let them hear.”
