If they sin against you — for there is no person who does not sin — and you are angry with
them, and you deliver them over to an enemy, so that they are carried away captive to the land
of the enemy, whether far off or near; yet if they take it to heart in the land to which they have
been carried captive, and repent, and make supplication to you in the land of their captors,
saying, “We have sinned, and have acted perversely and wickedly”; if they repent with all
their mind and with all their heart in the land of their enemies, who carried them captive,
and pray to you, toward their own land which you gave to their ancestors, and the city which
you have chosen, and the house which I have built for your name; then in your heavenly
