OLD TESTAMENT LESSON ~ Isaiah 44:28-45:6 ~ Pages 625-626 in pew Bible

[The LorD] says of Cyrus, “He is my shepherd, and he shall fulfill all my purpose”; and
says of Jerusalem, “She shall be built,” and of the temple, “Your foundation shall be laid.”
Thus says the LORD to his anointed, to Cyrus, whose right hand I have grasped, to subdue

“The Holy Catholic Church; the Communion of Saints; the Quick and the Dead”

*AFFIRMATION OF FAITH Questions 54 and 55 Heidelberg Catechism

Q. What do you believe concerning “the Holy Catholic Church”? A. I believe that,
from the beginning to the end of the world, and from among the whole human race,
the Son of God, by his Spirit and his Word, gathers, protects, and preserves for him-
self, in the unity of the true faith, a congregation chosen for eternal life. Moreover, I
believe that I am, and forever will remain, a living member of it.

Q. What do you understand by “the communion of saints”? A. First, that believ-
ers one and all, as partakers of the Lord Christ, and all his treasures and gifts, shall
share in one fellowship. Second, that each one ought to know that he is obliged to use
his gifts freely and with joy for the benefit and welfare of other members.
