Throughout its more than 250-year history, Hebron 

Presbyterian Church has been active in mission locally 

and internationally; thus it was natural for Hebron 

Church to fold in its own food pantry work with that of 

SACRA (Staunton-Augusta Church Relief Association) 

when it began 25 years ago. 

Members of the congregation continue regularly to 

contribute canned and boxed food to the baskets placed 

in the vestibules of the church, and each week a mem-

ber brings the bags of items to the SACRA office on 

Augusta Street. 

We also have a Hunger Offering once a month (taken 

in metal kitchen kettles) with 25% going to SACRA, 

and the church also budgets money for SACRA annu-

ally. The Souper Bowl of Caring Sunday contributions 

also go to SACRA. 

It is anticipated that all contributions will continue at 

current levels in view of and despite the current eco-

nomic downturn, given the commitment of the congre-

gation to this ministry of gratitude to God, and He-

bronôs history of benevolent giving through other try-

ing times. 

   In addition, the youth and others in Hebron church 

participate in the CROP Walk that raises awareness and 

funds for hunger here, with 25% of the total collection 

going to SACRA, and 75% to Shenandoan Presbytery 

for distribution throughout the U.S. and abroad.

Heb-

ron members also volunteer for local food pantries and 

the Blue Ridge Food Bank.  

   Hebron had a clothes closet for many years, but about 

the same time as joining SACRA, Hebron began con-

tributing clothes and household items for the benefit of 

persons served by Western State Hospital and Wood-

row Wilson Rehabilitation Center.

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News About Scouting

Happenings or activities are the spark that make a den 

and pack really special and the envy of all the others. 

The extra effort involved is well worth the investment 

as the group's enthusiasm grows. Recruiting becomes 

easier when a Cub Scout tells his friends all the neat 

things his Cub Scout pack is doing. Parents will want to 

be involved when activities are planned that are fun and 

exciting. 

A successful activities program depends on all den 

and pack leaders and families working together. The 

single most important word for a smoothly run program 

is planning. Careful planning of pack and den activities 

will generate enthusiasm for unit leaders, parents and 

boys; an important factor for all the people ñwho make 

the pack go.ò 

The secret for Cub Scout den activities is the wise use 

of the monthly theme. The theme is simply an idea or 

emphasis around which den and pack leaders plan ac-

tivities for the Cub Scouts to do from one pack meeting 

to the next. The theme idea simplifies the planning of 

den and pack meetings. It gives each den a focus for its 

work and play during the month and brings them all 

together at the monthly meeting with skits, stunts, and 

handicrafts all related to a single theme. If the dens are 

active during the month, an interesting and entertaining 

pack meeting is the natural result. (Information for 

these first three paragraphs was taken from Indian Na-

tions Council 2001: A Cub Scout Odyssey.)
