Lent, the season of preparation before Easter, began 

on Ash Wednesday, Feb. 25. 

Hebron Presbyterian Church will have a number of 

special programs and events throughout Lent, intended 

to help people focus on the importance of Easter, and to 

participate in what are called ñthe Lenten disciplines,ò 

which are 1) increased devotional/worship activities; 2) 

self-examination and repentance; and, 3) self-denial. 

Lent  is the 40 days  before Easter,  not  counting Sun- 

The Session has scheduled a meeting of the congre-

gation of Hebron Presbyterian Church, to be held on 

Sunday, March 22, immediately following morning 

worship, to act on two matters: 
 

1)To elect three members of the congregation to 

serve on the Church Nominating Committee for 2009; 

and, 
 

2) To vote on whether to reduce the size of the Ses-

sion from 15 members to 12. 
 

The Church Nominating Committee for 2008 cannot 

be replaced until the congregation elects three new 

members to serve for 2009. All who are currently on 

the roll of Active Members of the church are eligible to 

serve on the Nominating Committee, except for those 

who are currently on the Session. 
 

The Session has named two members to serve on the 

committee, but since our denomination, the Presbyte-

rian Church (U.S.A.), requires that a majority of the 

committee not be current officers, the congregation 

needs to elect three members. None were elected at the 

Jan. 25 congregational meeting, and it was voted to de-

lay electing the new committee members until the next 

congregational meeting. 
 

The Church Nominating Committee will place at 

least three people in nomination, but additional nomi-

nations will be accepted at the  congregational  meeting. 

If  you wish to nominate anyone  from the floor,  please 

talk with them in advance and secure their agreement to 

being  nominated,  and their willingness  to serve.  Af-
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days. Lent is a season of special devotion to God, in-

cluding increased prayer and acts of charity. Sundays 

arenôt included in the days of Lent because Sundays, 

which are the Christian Sabbath, should already be 

days of special devotion to God and increased prayers 

and acts of charity. 

One of the most commonly observed and practiced of 

the Lenten disciplines is ñgiving up something for 

Lent,ò which is a form of self-denial.  There are various

At its meeting of Jan. 16, 2009, the Session voted to 

recommend to the congregation that the size of the Ses-

sion be reduced from 15 members to 12. The Session 

can recommend such an action, but it is the absolute 

right of the congregation in the Presbyterian Church 

(U.S.A.) to elect its officers, and the Session cannot 

change the number of elders to be elected annually ï 

only the congregation can do that. 

During discussion, two arguments in favor of reduc-

ing the size of the Session were that 12 members would 

be about 10% of the current average church attendance, 

which would provide adequate representation; while 15 

members means a larger and more unwieldy group in 

terms of discussion and decision-making. One argu-

ment in favor of keeping the size of the Session at 15 is 

that three years ago the congregation voted to decrease 

the membership from 18 to 15 (from 6 elders elected 

each year, to 5 elders elected each year), and 2009 will 

be the first year with only 15 members, so perhaps we 

should see how that works out before changing again. 

Please prayerfully consider these matters to come be-

fore the congregation on March 22.

forms of giving up something for Lent, and different 

reasons for doing so, but all are connected with the 

three main disciplines or practices of Lent: 

Some people give up bad habits (smoking, spending 

too much money for sodas or snacks, wasting too much 

time watching TV or playing computer games, etc.), 

which is not only self-denial, but also a sign of repen-

tance. 

Some people give up activities which are not bad, in 

order to re-direct toward charity the time or money that 

might have been spent on the activities (going to the 

movies, meals at restaurants, time spent reading, etc.). 

This is self-denial, but the purpose is to use the time or 

money contributing oneôs time or money to a church, a 

charity, or a community or public service project. 

Self-denial or ñgiving up something for Lentò is also 

intended to bring us closer to God, because each time 

we feel the craving for what-

ever we gave up (wanting 

that cigarette or dessert, 

watching that TV show or 

playing that video game, or 

spending money for enter-

tainment or shopping), we 

are called to go to God in 

prayer to fight the craving. 

In any case, the idea is not to 

be miserable, but to make 

ourselves more dependent upon God and more focused 

on God, while engaging in self-examination, repen-

tance, self-denial, and extra works of charity. 

As with all Christian discipleship, participating in the 

special practices of Lent is intended to draw us closer 

to God, while deepening our faith and discipleship. 

Remember that the words ñdiscipleò and ñdisciplineò 

are related. As disciples of our Lord and Savior Jesus, 

we are called to discipline ourselves to reject and resist 

sin, and also to participate in those activities that help 

to sustain and deepen our faith. Just as athletes disci-

pline themselves in both positive ways (the exercises 

and training they do) and negative ways (the bad things 

they donôt do while in training), Christians are called to 

engage in good disciplines (prayer, Bible study, church 

attendance and participation, fellowship, forgiveness, 

stewardship of time and talents and money, acts of 

charity, etc.) while avoiding bad behaviors (the sins we 

actively commit, and the good things we fail to do). 

Lent is simply a time of special focus upon the tasks 

and practices Christians are called to do each and every 

day, as we love God and neighbor. 
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Lent is the 40 days before Easter, not counting Sun-

days. This year, Lent began on Ash Wednesday, Feb. 

25, and continues through Saturday, April 11. The 

following events have been scheduled or are expected 

to occur.

Clerkôs Report: The Clerk issued a reminder that all

The 

General Fund income exceeded our budget, and the 

General Fund expenses were somewhat under our 

budget for the year.

Also presented 

were Presbytery Communications Committee chal-

lenges for 2009, Hunger Program issues for 2009, and 

Mission Connections for 2009.

Session was updated on the payment of $3,000 sent 

to Birdôs Heating and Plumbing for work done on the 

furnace. A copy of the letter sent along with payment 

was given to the Property Committee for their records. 

Alan Mayer reported that C. Ralph Mills has accepted 

the offer to become our organist on a trial basis. The 

Organist Search Committee will assess the situation 

after Ralph has been here for a month.

News From Our Church Organist

Hebron Presbyterian Church sits in a pastoral, peace-

ful area of Staunton. Its edifice reminds one of the rural 

parishes of England. The churchôs towers are seen as 

one travels on Hebron Road. It stands as a tribute to the 

love of God and His wonderful power of salvation. 

The congregation of Hebron Church has shown its 

appreciation of music through the purchase of the Tay-

lor & Boody OrganBuilders tracker organ, Opus 46, in 

2006. The organ firm sits across the road from the 

church. This organ firm is well known throughout the 

USA and the world. Hebron has been a partner in this 

firmôs existence in the making of music through pipe 

organs. 

Opus 46, like other organs, is comprised of four fami-

lies of tone. The kinds of tone colors and the number of 

each in Hebronôs instrument are: Foundation, 5 sets of 

pipes (one set includes 4 combinations of pipes); 

Flutes, 8 sets of pipes (one set includes 3 combinations 

of pipes); Reeds, 1 set of pipes; and Strings, 1 set of 

pipes. 

There are 13 stops (sounds) and 18 ranks (sets of 

pipes) spread over two manuals (for hands) and one 

pedal (for feet) in the organ. Happily, another stop 

(rank) is to be added in the near future (see article 

above this one). The stop is an 8-foot octave in the 

pedal, which will be another foundation tone. A possi-

ble addition is the 16-foot Posaune stop in the pedal 

(another reed tone). 

All of this will be further explained, demonstrated, 

and played in an organ concert on Sunday, April 26, at 

3:30 p.m. Please put this on your calendar, and you will 

be glad you attend. This is Hebronôs organ for the en-

tire congregation. The privilege of attendance is yours!
