Oct. 5: World Communion Sunday 

PC(USA) Peacemaking Offering 

The first Sunday in October is always World Com-

munion Sunday. On this day Christians celebrate their 

oneness in Christ, the Prince of Peace, in the midst of 

the world we are called to serve – a world ever more in 

need of peacemaking. Be-

cause of the emphasis upon 

the need for the peace of 

Christ among Christians and 

the need for peace throughout 

the world, the Presbyterian 

Church (U.S.A.) peacemaking offering is received on 

World Communion Sunday. 

World Communion Sunday began in the Presbyterian 

Church in 1936, with Presbyterian churches throughout 

the United States and the world all observing the sacra-

ment of the Lord‟s Supper on the same Sunday. 

For many years it was called “Worldwide Commun-

ion Sunday.” In 1940, the Federal Council of Churches 

(a forerunner of the National Council of Churches, of 

which the PC(USA) is a member) adopted the obser-

vance, and commended it to the many Christian de-

nominations throughout the U.S. and the world. 

Because of “globalization” – the “shrinking” of the 

world so that communications, business, trade, finance 

and other activities can occur immediately among peo-

ples and nations – World Communion Sunday ought to 

have an even greater significance today. We not only 

emphasize that Christians are one in Jesus throughout 

the world, but we also recognize that we are more 

closely than ever connected to others throughout our 

nation and the world. 

The PC(USA) Peacemaking Offering is one of four 

special offerings received throughout the year by the 

Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), of which Hebron Church 

is a member. The others are the One Great Hour of 

Sharing, received on Easter Sunday; the Pentecost Of-

fering received on Pentecost Sunday; and the Christmas   
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Joy Offering (formerly the 

“Joy Gift”) received during 

the Christmas season. 

When the Peacemaking 

Offering is collected, 25% 

stays with Hebron for local 

projects in our area; 25% 

goes to Shendanoah Pres-

bytery and the Synod of the Mid-Atlantic for regional 

projects and programs; and 50% is sent to the PC(USA) 

for General Assembly ministries through the national 

Presbyterian Peacemaking Program. 

Oct. 12: Hebron Heritage Sunday 

Please join us on Sunday, Oct. 12, for Hebron‟s an-

nual Heritage Sunday and the covered-dish fellowship 

luncheon immediately following worship. 

Remember that this year is once again Heritage Sun-

day, and not Homecoming. Every 5 years we have a 

Homecoming Sunday, for which the church provides 

the meat or main course offering at the luncheon, and 

ordinarily a congregational photograph is made. On 

each of the four years between Homecomings, we cele-

brate Heritage Sunday, at which we still have all the 

fellowship activities, but the church only provides the 

beverages for the meal. 

Please be sure to invite friends and former members 

to visit and fellowship with us on this important day. 

(And be sure they understand they are our guests, and 

we expect them to stay for the meal, but we do not ex-

pect them to bring any food – only themselves!) 

Oct. 19: Staunton CROP Walk

The CROP (Communities Re-

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Sunday through its Tools and Blankets Program. CWS 

is a cooperative ministry of 35 Protestant, Orthodox 

and Anglican denominations, including the PC(USA).

Oct. 26: Reformation Sunday 

The last Sunday of October is always designated Ref-

ormation Sunday in Protestant churches. 

The Protestant Reformation is usually considered to 

have begun on Oct. 31, 1517, when Martin Luther 

posted his “95 Theses” on the church door at Witten-

burg Cathedral in Wittenburg, Germany, where Luther 

was a priest and a professor of Greek at the Roman 

Catholic Seminary there. 

Because that event occurred on the last day of Octo-

ber in that year, Reformation Sunday is always ob-

served on the last Sunday of that month. 

The Reformation was an attempt to reform the Ro-

man Catholic Church, which, over the centuries of its 

existence, had drifted into a number of theological er-

rors and moral failings. The “Reformers” were mostly 

priests throughout central and western Europe who 

worked to correct these errors, and re-form the Roman 

Catholic Church into a more biblical and ethical institu-

tion. Most of the Reformers did not want to start new 

churches or denominations – they simply wanted the 

Roman Catholic Church to correct the errors and ex-

cesses which had infiltrated the church over time. 

The two largest denominations to emerge from the 

Protestant Reformation 

were the Lutheran 

Church and the Reformed 

a n d  P r e s b y t e r i a n 

churches. 

The Lutheran Church be-

gan after Martin Luther 

was excommunicated (or 

expelled) from the Ro-

man Catholic Church in 

Germany, where he was a 

priest and seminary pro-

fessor. 

The Presbyterian and Re-

formed churches began 

after John Calvin was 

excommunicated by the 

Roman Catholic Church 

in France. Calvin was a 

lawyer   and  a   seminary 

student in France, but he 

relocated to Geneva, 

Switzerland, after fleeing 

from France. 

Followers of Calvin‟s 

theological understand-

ings on the continent of 

Europe were called Re-

formed, while those in the British Isles were called 

Presbyterians. The word “Presbyterian” means “gov-

ernment by elders.” Presbyterianism became the main 

Calvinist church in Great Britain when John Knox re-

turned home to Scotland after studying with Calvin in 

Geneva. 

During the 1500s, the Roman Catholic Church cor-

rected most of the errors and excesses which had 

brought about the Protestant Reformation, but certain 

strong theological convictions remained. 

The Roman Catholic Church offered to forgive and 

reinstate those who had left during the Reformation, 

but only if they would recant or renounce those state-

ments of faith that continued to conflict with Roman 

Catholic theology and authority. The Protestants re-

fused, because they would not abandon their core theo-

logical beliefs, which were at odds with Roman Ca-

tholicism. 

The three most essential differences that Protestants 

emphasize in opposition to Catholic teachings are: 

1) Salvation is by grace alone, not by merit of any 

kind (we don‟t deserve salvation); 

2) Salvation is by faith alone, not by any good works 

(we can‟t earn salvation); and, 

3) The means of salvation is found in scripture 

alone, which is our only reliable guide on how to 

live in relationship with God and one another (not 

by the teachings or practices of the Roman Catho-

lic Church, or any other denomination). 

These three phrases, “Grace Alone,” “Faith Alone,” 

and “Scripture Alone,” are often called “the Watch-

words of the Protestant Reformation.” 

Living in the United States of America, with Freedom 

of Religion assured by the First Amendment to our 

Constitution (remember that the 13 original colonies 

would not approve the Constitution until the first 

amendments, collectively called the “Bill of Rights” 

were included), we tend to forget that almost 500 years 

ago, Christians were killed for believing they had the 

right to read the word of God in the Bible in their own 

language, or to have anyone but a priest interpret it. 

We all need to read our Bibles more often, remem-

bering that people have died to secure that right. 
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   Some words about some 
words: “Presbyterian” comes 
from the Greek word “presby

-ter” which means “elder.” 
“Presbyterian” means 

“government by elders” since 
authority in the church be-
longs to Elders meeting to-
gether as the Session, the 
Presbytery, or the General 
Assembly. Presbyterians do 
not have bishops or priests. 

   “Protestant” does not 
mean “to protest against,” 
but comes from the Latin 

“pro testare,” which means 
“to testify for,” because we 

testify for salvation by grace, 
through faith, according to 

scripture.   ~F.H.W.

 Clerk’s Report: The Clerk reported on the random 

selection of six active elders to serve on the Presbyte-

rian Panel. These members will receive periodic ques-

tionnaires concerning issues important to the Presbyte-

rian Church USA. The names selected were Hannah 

Bush, Doris Smith, John Hildebrand, Joan Wright, Jeff 

Simmons, and Fred Smiley. Rev. Wyche also submitted 

names from the church roll, and also randomly deter-

mined by the Presbyterian Panel. 

The Clerk read a note from the Mays family thanking 

the church for our contribution toward the care of their 

son Jason. 

The Clerk raised the topic of the annual review of the 

active membership role. After discussion, it was de-

cided to appoint a three-person committee to conduct 

the annual review. Pastor Frank Wyche will recruit the 

three members. 

The Clerk gave an update on the new Hebron Policy 

Manual. 

A letter from Giles Trimble asking for elders to vol-

unteer to serve on various Presbytery committees was 

read to the Session. Interested elders are to contact 

Giles or the Shenandoah Presbytery office. 

Session approved a request to change the wedding 

date for Samantha Ralston and Shannon Lineberry 

from August 1, 2009, to August 22, 2009. 

Session approved a request to transfer Christina Suz-

anne Wilson from Hebron to Bethlehem United Meth-

odist Church. 

Session received a request from Brenda and Nick Ny-

cum to transfer them from Hebron to Goshen Baptist 

Church. Rev. Wyche will write a letter to Brenda and 

Nick and tell them that as soon as we receive word of 

their membership at Goshen, we will remove them 

from the Hebron membership roll. Ordinarily, Baptist 

churches do not recognize certificate transfers from 

other denominations, but Rev. Wyche will contact 

Goshen to see how they wish to proceed. 

Session approved a request from Mike and Robin 

Ruleman to use the fellowship hall and sanctuary as a 

back up location, in case of rain, on Sunday afternoon, 

September 21, 2008, for their annual end-of-summer 

picnic and music festival. 

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Mike Ruleman pre-

sented a detailed Report of Fund Balances as of 8/21/08 

and a Report of Receipts and Disbursements since the 

last meeting (two months ago). Highlights included a 

decrease in the negative General Fund balance from -

$13,935.57 to -$11,660.63, or a gain of $2,274.94. 

Old Business: Organist Search Committee – Han-

nah Bush reported on a planned visit by someone who 

has expressed interest in our organist position. The visit 

will take place over the Labor Day weekend and will 

include time to play Opus 46, meet with the pastor, 

meet members of the search committee, and visit Tay-

lor and Boody Organbuilders.

 Recruiting for the Pack Committee

   Cub Scouting is a very important program for our 

children. Good Leadership is essential to bring the ex-

perience of having fun while learning new things. It is 

vital that church volunteers, scouting volunteers, and 

parents keep the focus on giving children the opportu-

nity to learn safely and make mistakes while learning. 

We all must eventually be responsible for ourselves, 

and scouting provides the opportunity for children to 

learn this.  

   I hope we have all had a good summer. As was writ-

ten in earlier newsletters, we are asked to choose a mis-

sion field. One such mission field is to play a role in 

leading the cub scouts.

I realize this represents a financial as well as 

time commitment. But Valley District has help for 

families which are struggling with money to buy uni-

forms and attend training. Hebron has ways of support-

ing the expressed needs of individuals serving the Pack. 

The following are positions that church members can 

and should fill: 

   The Pack Committee Chair works with the Chartering 

Organization Representative and attends Roundtable 

and facilitates Pack Committee meetings and other 

pack events. Hopefully, this person will serve two years 

or longer. This person's most important jobs are to re-

cruit others and coordinate activities. 

   The Pack Trainer maintains the advancement records 

of each Cub Scout and makes sure these advancements 

get reported to District Council in a timely and proper 

manner. This person would be responsible for publicity 

for the Pack. 

   The Pack Treasurer maintains the financial records 

and accounts for the income and expenses of the Pack.

   Over 21 years ago the Women of Hebron got permis-

sion to put Soup Kettles in the vestibules the last Sun-

day of each month for the Hunger Offering. The Ses-

sion approved asking that 2¢ a meal be set aside by 

each person with 75% of the offering being given to 

Presbytery, who would keep 10% for expenses, and 

65% being sent to Operation Hunger in South Africa.  

Hebron‟s 25% would be given to SACRA.  If anyone 

wanted their entire gift to go to Presbytery or SACRA, 

they were to advise the Treasurer.   

    Over the years the suggested amount has increased to 

5¢ a meal, but there is less money in the kettles.  There 

are soooo many opportunities for us to help the hungry 

and maybe that is why there is less in the kettles.  We 

are receiving more food each Sunday.  Please keep it 

up!  Philip and Martie Sieck are more than happy to 

take it to SACRA each week.  I‟m sure they could use 

some help! 

    The demand for food has increased dramatically in 

recent months and more food and monetary donations 

are needed to meet the demand.  More than 13,000 in-

dividuals living in Staunton, Waynesboro, Buena Vista 

and Lexington and Augusta and Rockbridge Counties 

are living in poverty.  (For more information, call 1-
