Christ the King Sunday 
Ends the Church Year

The last Sunday of November, the 25th, is also the 

last Sunday in the current church year. The annual 

Christian calendar is also called the ñLiturgical Year,ò 

because it is the year-long period during which differ-

ent Christian seasons and special days are observed. 

The word ñliturgyò comes from two Greek words 

(and remember that the New Testament was originally 

written in Greek) that mean ñpeopleò and ñwork.ò It 

originally meant any public work, or participation in 

any public event, but it became particularly associated 

with Jewish public par-

ticipation in religious 

ceremonies at the Temple 

in Jerusalem (which was 

destroyed by the Romans 

in 70 A.D.). 

   Since Jesus was a Jew-

ish Messiah, and since 

the first disciples and first 

Christians were Jews, 

many continued to wor-

ship in the Temple in Jerusalem even after the Resur-

rection of Jesus. (See, for example, Acts 2:46, and 3:1.) 

Later, when Christians were driven out of the Temple 

and synagogues, they used some of the Jewish models 

for worship when they held Christian worship services 

in peopleôs homes. 

So Christians began to use the Greek word for ñlitur-

tion. Today, liturgy describes public Christian worship, 

and the ñliturgical yearò is the Christian worship year. 

The Christian year always begins on the first Sunday 

of Advent (Dec. 2 in 2007), and the last Sunday of the 

year is always Christ the King Sunday ï so itôs always 

the Sunday before the first Sunday of Advent. 

The first Sunday in Advent is always about the Sec-

ond Coming of Christ; so the Christian year always be-

gins with the reminder that Christ is coming back, and 

it always ends with the reminder that Christ is King, 

and the reign of Christ has already begun. Sometimes 

Advent begins in December (as it does this year) and 

sometimes Advent begins in November. It depends on 

when Christmas occurs, because Advent is always the 

four Sundays before Dec. 25, so in some years that 

means Advent starts the last Sunday of November.

National collection week for this project is Nov. 12-

19, so we are asking that any shoeboxes given by Heb-

ron be returned to the church by Wednesday, Nov. 14. 

You can bring your filled shoebox to the church office 

anytime, or bring it to church and put it on the floor by 

the Communion Table on any Sunday morning. 

The cost of mailing a shoebox is $7 this year, an in-

crease made necessary by the higher costs of fuel and 

transportation in delivering the gifts for national collec-

tion, and international distribution. 

If money is not given for mailing, the church will 

cover the costs as mission giving. If you wish to pay for 

your own box or for others, or 

if you wish to give so that the 

church can buy more materials 

to go into gift boxes, please

you give cash, please do not use your regular offering 

envelope; put it in a different envelope, or attach a note 

so that the church treasurer will know that the money 

goes to this mission project.

SCHOOL SUPPLIES:  pens,  pencils  and  sharpener,  

Please Recycle, But From Home 
At its October 18 meeting, the Session voted to end 

the recycling program that has been in existence for the 

past few years at Hebron. However, the Session en-

courages the recycling effort as part of the good stew-

ardship of Godôs resources. 

A program has been set up with New Life Recycling, 

formerly Staunton Metal Recycling, on Bridge Street in 

Staunton, which will pay the Hebron Treasurer for re-

cycled products taken to the New Life Recycling center 

on Bridge Street in the name of Hebron Church. All 

one has to do is to take your recyclables to the facility, 

get them weighed, and when you take the weight ticket 

to the office, tell them it is for Hebron Church. They 

will maintain a record and pay Hebron upon collecting 

enough to justify a check. The account has already been 

opened with the first deposit.

Remember Veteransõ Day Nov. 11 
Sunday, November 11, is Armistice Day. On Novem-

ber 11, at the eleventh month, the eleventh day, and the 

eleventh hour, Americans are asked to pause in silence 

to remember those who died in 

war, and to pray for the vic-

tims of aggression and inhu-

manity throughout the world. 

This is a day to pray for peace, 

to consider what we are doing 

as individuals, as a community 

and as a nation, to bring Godôs 

peace into the world. This is a 

day when a believing commu-

nity may rededicate itself by 

prayer and action, and to the 

ideals Jesus gives us in the beatitudes (Matt. 5:3-12). 

On Veterans Day, let us join others remembering mem-

bers of our armed forces, those who have fallen, and 

those who continue to serve. Most of all, let us prayer 

for peace. 

The U.S. observance of Veterans Day began as the 

recognition of Armistice Day, which ended World War 

I on Nov. 11, 1918, with all fighting to end at the 11th 

hour, of the 11th day, of the 11th month. (Trivia: an 

ñarmisticeò is a ñtruceò or ñcease-fireò; the actual treaty 

to end the war wasnôt signed until June 28, 1919.) 

Armistice Day originally honored all who had served 

in WWI, as well as being a remembrance of the na-

tional and international costs of the ñGreat War.ò 

In 1954, the holiday was changed to ñVeterans Dayò 

in honor of all U.S. citizens who had ever served in the 

military: the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines, Coast 

Guard, and Merchant Marine. Those who died in ser-

vice are remembered on Memorial Day in May.
