The Trouble with Palm Sunday/Passion Sunday

I don’t think this is the kind of thing you would ordi-
narily hear a minister say, but I’ve got to tell you — I
have a real problem with Palm Sunday/Passion Sunday.

That sounds outrageous at first, considering how im-
portant the Sunday before Easter is, but let me explain.

Easter is the central point of Christianity. As the
Apostle Paul wrote, if Christ did not rise from the dead,

then our faith is completely false, and has no meaning.
He said at 1 Corinthians 15: 12-20: “Now if Christ is
preached as raised from the dead, how can some of you
say that there is no resurrection of the dead? But if
there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ has not
been raised; if Christ has not been raised, then our
preaching is in vain and your faith is in vain. We are
even found to be misrepresenting God, because we tes-

tified of God that he raised Christ, whom he did not
raise if it is true that the dead are not raised. For if the
dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised. If

Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you
are still in your sins. Then those also who have fallen
asleep in Christ have perished. If for this life only we
have hoped in Christ, we are of all people most to be
pitied. But in fact Christ has been raised from the dead,
the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep.”

Throughout the centuries, the standard greeting and
response among Christians on Easter morning is, “He is
risen!” answered by “He is risen indeed!” Without the
Resurrection, as Paul said, our faith is futile, and “we
are of all people most to be pitied” for believing a lie.

That is why Easter is the central point of Christianity.
The fancy, formal name for Easter on the Christian cal-
endar is “Resurrection of the Lord.”

This event was so important, that early Christians
moved our Sabbath from the Jewish observance of Fri-
day night/Saturday daytime. Our Sabbath is now Sun-
day, because each Sunday is a mini-Easter, a mini-cele-
bration of the Resurrection of Jesus, which was re-
vealed on a Sunday morning.

Well, enough about Easter — I am sure all of you al-
ready know its importance. My problem, as I said, is
with the Sunday before Easter.

Palm Sunday, like Easter, is a day of celebration, as
we remember what is called “Jesus’ Triumphal Entry

into Jerusalem.” It is called that

riding on a donkey, a symbol of

}[gﬁlgj t',l horse, as a conquering warrior
would do.

This also fulfilled God’s word
by the prophet Zechariah at
chapter 9, verse 9: “Rejoice
greatly, O daughter of Zion!
Shout aloud, O daughter of Jeru-
salem! Lo, your king comes to
you; triumphant and victorious is
he, humble and riding on an ass,
on a colt the foal of an ass.” The
crowds turned out to welcome Jesus into Jerusalem,
and they did indeed rejoice greatly at his arrival.

The problem is that by the end of the week, the same
people who had been cheering and rejoicing that Jesus
had arrived, were also the people calling out to Pontius
Pilate, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” when the betrayed,
beaten, and abused Jesus was brought before them.

You see, the trouble with Palm Sunday/Passion Sun-
day is that when we go from one Sunday to the next,
from Palm Sunday to Easter Sunday, we move from
one celebration to the next.

Instead of moving from celebration to celebration, we
need to remember what Paul wrote to the Corinthians:
“You are not your own; you
were bought with a price” (1 S O&\
Corinthians 6:19¢-20a). The @
price that Jesus paid in order
to claim us was his Passion —
his agony in the Garden of ()
Gethsemane, his betrayal, <
his arrest and beating, his
illegal trial and more beat- Qﬂ
ing, being handed over to
Pilate where he was
scourged (a fancy term for
almost being whipped to :
death), his rejection by the
crowds, and his agonizing
death on the cross.

As Christians, we need to remember all the events of
Holy Week, including the Passion of Jesus. We cannot
go from celebration to celebration, without remember-
ing and thinking seriously about the price Jesus paid in
order to accomplish our salvation.

At the same time, as Christians, we cannot fail to be
thankful or to rejoice and praise God for what God has
done for us.

So we have to appreciate Palm Sunday as a celebra-
tion, while we also have to be mindful that Jesus’ entry
into Jerusalem was the beginning of the final week of
his earthly ministry, when, as he had told the disciples,
the Son of Man “must go to Jerusalem and suffer many
things from the elders and chief priests and scribes, and
be killed, and on the third day be raised” (Matthew
16:21; see also Mark 8:31 and Luke 9:22).

The problem I always have with Palm Sunday is that
is also Passion Sunday; and the problem I have with
Passion Sunday is that it is also Palm Sunday. Both of
these important ideas — the Triumphal Entry into Jeru-
salem, and the Passion of the Christ — need to be ad-
dressed. It makes the service a little odd, since it begins
joyfully, but ends somberly and seriously.

During Holy Week, between the celebrations of Palm
Sunday and Easter, I urge you to read, think, and pray
about how Jesus suffered for our sakes. Along with our
celebrations, let us remember the pain and the cost of
Christ’s sacrifice for us.
