Building a Strong Future for the Congo is designed to

strengthen ministries in education, nutrition and techni-
cal assistance to help the people of the Congo recover
from a devastating 10-year civil war. The grant will be
provide roofing for 19 existing rural schools. Also, in
Tshikaji, Kinshasa, and Mbuji Mayl, the funds will ex-
pand the work of the existing Presbyterian Moringa
programs, where simply including nutritious leaves
from the Moringa tree has significantly reduced malnu-
trition. The mission purpose is for The Presbyterian
Communities of Kinshasa and Congo to minister to the
spiritual, physical, intellectual, and emotional well be-
ing of the people of the Democratic Republic of Congo.

In August 2005, after Hurricane Katrina, a break in
New Orleans’ 17th Street Canal floodwall (or levee)
caused Lakeview Presbyterian Church’s Weekday
School to be flooded with more than eight feet of wa-
ter.

News about Scouting at Hebron

Hebron and Scouting Part 1

Hebron is the Chartered Or-
ganization for the Cub Scout
Pack 122 and the Boy Scout
Troop 122. Each is a unit in the
Valley District of Stonewal
Jackson Area Councilhe Area
Council includes 4 districts total.

The District provides unit com-

missioners to work with the pack and the troop. They
are volunteer friends and helpers from the Boy Scouts
of America (or BSA). The BSA was first incorporated
on February 8, 1910 and subsequently chartered by
Congress in 1916 as a private organization and is the
largest youth organization in the country.

Hebron’s Charter began in 1957, about 50 years ago.

In the Valley District, over 70% of chartering organi-
zations are religious organizations. The rest are civic
organizations like the Ruritans. Hebron’s Charter ex-
pires on January 31, 2009. Re-chartering is a matter of
paying a fee and submitting paperwork to the District.
Session approves upon recommendation from the Com-
mitment/Witness committee.

Session approved the position of Chartered Organiza-
tion Representative to be part of the Commitment/
Witness Committee and to serve for the term of the
elected elder. Hopefully, this would provide more con-
tinuity for Hebron’s relationship to the Scouting pro-
gram. Our job as supporters of the Scouting program is
to understand who we are supporting and why, and how
we might serve. The Chartered Organization Represen-
tative is like the Superintendent of Christian Education,
only specific to Scouting.

As the chartered organization, Hebron is responsible
for approving the leadership of the pack and troop. As
Chartered Organization Representative (or COR) I ap-
prove the leadership of the cub pack committee or the
scout troop committee and any adult leader. The unit
committee is responsible for recruiting and checking
the references provided by the applicant and reporting
the results to the COR. Further background checking is
made by BSA.

The needed jobs are open to all, with one caveat: You
need to be trained by BSA to fully serve as an adult
leader on the unit committee or in the unit. Training
costs range from $5 to $35 depending on when you reg-
ister and the type of training. I have been trained as

The purpose of these programs is to build char-
acter, strength, and responsibility in children (Cub &
Brownie 7-10) to young adult (Scouts 11-17) or co-ed
(Venturing 14-20) and hopefully, they will grow to be-
come leaders of a scout troop or pack one day or maybe
even president of the United States.
