The Presbytery office said that 21 written evaluations
were received for the meeting, in which participants
could rank various parts of the meeting on a scale of
‘1’ (worst score) to ‘5’ (best score).

Of the 21 responses, 7 gave an overall evaluation of
‘5’ for the meeting, and 8 gave the meeting an overall
score of ‘4’; however:

e12 gave a score of ‘5’ to registration (including the
comment “very well organized”);

13 gave a score of ‘5’ to the worship service put to-
gether by Pastor Frank (including the comments
“good sermon,” “wonderful sermon, beautiful ser-
vice,” and “Frank did very well, liked communion”);

el4 of the 21 evaluations rated the lunch as a
‘5’ (including the comments “delicious!” [3 times],
“great,” “worth the wait!” and “thanks to Hebron for
the excellent lunch!”).

“Facilities” were rated as ‘5’ by 8 people, and as ‘4’
by 8 people (comments included “beautiful church!”
and “portable ‘facilities’ great idea”).

Answers to “What was done especially well?” in-
cluded “Worship, parking...”, “morning social,” and

On behalf of Elaine and our entire family, I want to
thank all of you for making my first year at Hebron
Presbyterian Church so wonderful in so many ways.

All of you have welcomed us and offered help in too
many ways to count. We are grateful to all of you, and
we are delighted to be here!

I think it is very important to repeat something I told
the Pastor Nominating Committee before I ever agreed
to come here: I told the
committee that [ was not
looking for a “job,” be-
cause I could find a job; I
was looking for a “call,”
which is the belief that
God was calling me to
serve a particular congre-
gation, in a particular
place, at a particular time.

I never would have agreed to come here if I did not
believe that this was what God had in mind for me, and
I told every committee that I ever spoke with (and I had
talked with others before Hebron, just as the Pastor
Nominating Committee had interviewed other people
before me) that I did not expect them to ask me to serve
their church unless they, too, believed that it was God’s
will.

I am so grateful to God that I am here today. One
honestly tries to go wherever God calls one to go, but it
becomes so much more rewarding when one is allowed
to serve in a congregation such as Hebron, and in a
community such as Staunton/Augusta County.

As is the case with any church, Hebron has its share
of concerns and problems — some old, some new; some
established, some emerging; some easy to solve, and
some painful to address.

The most important thing, however, is that Hebron
has individual members and church leadership to face
these concerns and problems, and to work with them
before they become severe and/or damaging.

We (and every other church) must always face the
truth, and, with God’s help, deal with our concerns and
issues honestly and openly. The only problem that can
do us great harm is the one that we ignore, or pretend
doesn’t exist, or think that it can’t really hurt us. So the
best recipe for disaster includes putting our heads in the
sand to ignore or deny that we have concerns and prob-
lems, or seeing them but refusing to work on them.
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We are blessed to have good leaders on the Session,
in the Presbyterian Women and Presbyterian Men, and
on the various church committees, who work hard to
create opportunities for ministry, to avoid problems,
and to address and correct issues and concerns as they
may arise.

The hard work of so many of you is what makes Heb-
ron run. Always remember that
the church is the people who
make up the congregation. The
church is not the building, or
the minister, or the denomina-
tion — it is all of you, individu-
ally and together.

So at the same time that I
thank all of you for what you
do and for what you have done
(both for me, and for Hebron),

I also want to remind you, as from ChurCh
the little picture/illustration says, please don’t take a
vacation from church this summer.

We need your presence and participation in the sum-
mer, just as we need your presence and participation all
year ’round. Please continue to attend Sunday School
and worship through the summer, and also participate
in our special events, including the wonderful fellow-
ship tradition of Lemonade on the Lawn (beginning
June 1) and Vacation Bible School (in August).

A familiar and often cited Bible verse is Psalm 133:1,

just living in the same house.

please continue to worship and show it to one another.

News about Scouting at Hebron

Hebron and Scouting Part 2

As the chartering organization
for our two units, Cub Scout
Pack 122 and Boy Scout Troop
122, we — Hebron Presbyterian
Church — must provide adequate
meeting facilities (the scout hut)
and quality leadership for the
units. Session has appointed me
as the Chartered Organization Representative for Heb-
ron. Now it is time for Hebron to answer the call for
Scouting. We need to provide the leadership for com-
mittees, and these units need to support the Cubmaster
and Scoutmaster. And our term of leadership on these
committees cannot expire just because the parents of
the children we serve move on to other scout programs
or activities. Our purpose in these committees is to con-
tinue our youth ministry beyond Hebron’s walls and
reach out to the greater community. That is why it is an
outstanding idea to amalgamate our own Christian Edu-
cation and Youth Programs onto the resources of the
Boy Scouts of America.

We need to remember we are sometimes ministering
to unchurched, single parents (because of death or di-
vorce, or their spouses are on assignment in the mili-
tary, or working away from home), working couples,
and guardians.

Their children go to school, but there is no after
school program for the children. We do not have to fear
that we won’t be able to do the job because BSA has
training programs for Youth Protection and Leadership.
