At its June 19 meeting, the Session heard a report 

from Treasurer Mike Ruleman that showed certain year

-to-date expenses are running far ahead of the budget 

because of energy costs, especially fuel oil and propane 

gas. 

The Treasurer said the problem isn’t a shortage of 

giving – it’s just that energy costs have increased dras-

tically for the church, just as they have for church 

members, as oil and gas prices have risen nationally 

and internationally. 

 The Session prepared a budget for 

2008 based on expected giving, 

including commitments and 

pledges made by members, plus 

estimates of other regular and spe-

cial giving in recent years. 

 The Treasurer gave the Session a 

report on income and expenses so 

far this year. The report covered 24 

out of the 52 Sundays of the year, 

or 46.2% of the calendar year. Since 46.2% of the year 

had already passed, it could be expected that 46.2% of 

the budget should have been met – both in income, and 

expenses. 

But even though giving to the church is slightly ahead 

of the budget, expenses have been significantly higher 

because of fuel oil and propane gas. 

Some figures were very good: Benevolent giving to 

the church has already reached 62.9% of what was 

budgeted – much more benevolent giving than might 

have been expected so far. 

Some figures were where they were projected: With 

46.2% of the year gone, 45% of general contributions 

have been received from those who made pledges or 

use weekly envelopes; and electricity expenses have 

been 46.3% of what was expected and budgeted. 

But because of fuel oil for the church and for the 

Scout Hut, and because of propane gas for the church 

and for the Manse, total church expenses have already 

reached 78.9% of what was expected for the whole 

year. Fuel oil for the church is 69.5% of what was 

budgeted instead of 46.2; total expenses for the Manse 

(because of propane) are 83.6% instead of 46.2; fuel oil 

for the Scout Hut is 166.3% instead of 46.2; and total 

propane expense for the Manse is 207.8% instead of 

46.2. 

The Session will pay close attention to the budget 

situation for the rest of the year, and will work hard to 

keep down expenditures. Discretionary spending will 

be severely restricted, so that essential budget items – 

including benevolent giving – can be continued. 

We thank you for your continued support, and will 

keep you advised the remainder of the year. In the 

meantime, please pray for the church, that we may 

meet our meet our budget without compromising our 

mission.  ~Pastor Frank

Time for another news update. For those who do not 

know, I ( Melanie ) decided to accept an invitation to 

work in a struggling but growing Fair Trade company 

in Delhi, as the Office Manager. I really enjoy the chal-

lenge. We have just made the big move from a beauti-

ful cool vacation paradise to the sweltering congested 

city of Delhi. 

How we found our new home 

This is a long story but I will just tell you a little. It 

took six days of Scott’s life and three of mine over 

three weekends and gave us a lot of cultural exposure, 

some exercise, lots of practice in being a visitor in 

other people’s homes, being totally out of control of the 

situation, and patience for waiting many hours for the 

House Agent, Lucky, to turn up. However, on the up-

side, we made new friends: Kiran, (Lucky’s wife who 

gave me a ride home twice), an Iraqi student Ali, 

Rakesh who would always tell us “no problem,” and 

Salim and Suresh who lived over the shop. Salim works 

in the Hilton at the front desk. Bobby, who did not 

want to put in a kitchen for us in his house, his wife 

Shelly and daughter Tiya. Also now our new landlords, 

Bobby’s Uncle, Suresh Kukar and wife Naveen, who 

were persuaded to add a living room and kitchen to the 

existing two bedrooms on the roof. So we were forced 

to learn a lot about the area before we moved here 

which is an advantage (where to get take-out food, and 

things like that). 

Our apartment/flat is on the American third floor, for-

merly the roof. 

I love the neighbourhood, with its small streets, inter-

esting houses, quiet back roads with a few trees and 

parks. It reminds me of Kathmandu: little shops, beauty 

parlors, small printing shops, all you need within a 

stone’s throw. 

Leaving Mussoorie, Woodstock , Sister’s Bazaar and 

all our friends was really hard. But once again we were 

able attend the graduation ceremonies and be part of a 

wonderful international celebration. Next year it will be 

Hilary, our last child, finishing high school. 

The Long Moving Day 

8 am: Truck came to Sister’s Bazaar. 

9am: Four daily workers came to help move our stuff. 

Clouds rolled in, but no rain. Raveen’s mother came 

with sandwiches, John Montgomery, physics teacher at 

Woodstock School, took over loading the truck. Devina 

was around offering help. Immu came by to pick up my  

office key and few 

things I wanted to give 

her. 

10 am: Shiv came with 

his taxi to drive us to 

Delhi with the truck. 

12 noon: Left Mus-

soorie, stopping at Char 

Dukan to say goodbye. 

8 pm: Arrived in 

Delhi , at Lucky’s prop-

erty office, with one stop on the way. Was fed and wa-

tered, then juiced, then tea-ed. No sign of the truck. 

9 pm: Decided that Shiv (driver) should take Hilary 

and me and a car full of our most important things to 

the Hudson’s in South Delhi, so Shiv could drive back 

to Mussoorie that night. He was booked again the next 

day. The Hudson’s house gate was locked but after 

working with flashlights and keys and doorbells we got 

in, and were welcomed by Sue, Dave, and Mary. 

10.30: Scott went to our new home but was told we 

could not store our stuff there as they wanted to finish 

work on the rooms and that Bobby (the house owner’s 

nephew) would store our truckload of furniture. 

Scott stayed waiting for the truck that eventually 

phoned at 10.30 to say it was in Delhi, but did not ar-

rive until 12 midnight. 

11 pm: Coolies fed a meal to keep them from leaving. 

12.30: Truck was unpopular as it backed down the 

side road where Bobby lives. Bobby not happy with the 

time of night or the amount of belongings we were stor-

ing. 

1.30 am: Scott was given a couch in Lucky’s office, 

for the rest of the night. 

The next day we visited and were welcomed as usual 

with water then tea. There was heavy construction go-

ing on in our potential new home. The windows look 

good and we discussed where to put the wiring and 

plugs, sink, fans, air conditioner, water tanks, kitchen 

counter, floor covering (it is marble now; we said leave 

it), etc. They really want to do the right thing. Bobby 

(the nephew storing our stuff) was there giving advice. 

I went to work thinking there was not much need to 

go, but Christiaan (my boss, on holiday in South Af-

rica) sent an 18-item list of things to do, so there was 

plenty to do. Open Hand mostly deals in exporting tex-

tiles and furnishings,  but also prides themselves in sell-

(about $100 per set). There are about 12 people work-

ing on them, but we do not even have the space to lay 

the fabric easily on the floor to cut it. We have to step 

over the cutting to go upstairs. 

Scottôs Training in Fatahpur 

Scott is away for a week doing training for the com-

munity health staff who are hoping to develop women’s 

groups in the communities. The staff worked on the 

technique of focusing the community on one problem 

at a time. They worked on the real problem of the inac-

cessibility of the hospital to women at time of birth. 

They discovered several ways of addressing the prob-

lem such as proposing the hospital have special rates 

for the 40th week so the mothers-to-be can come to the 

hospital early, talking to the whole family, including 

the mother in-law, on making a delivery plan (who and 

when to take the mother to the hospital, who to phone,  

beach, lounging in the 

sun, and just generally 

enjoying themselves.
