We donôt have a much scheduled for August in the 

way of special events, but we need to promote some 

big events that will take place in early September! 

But first of all, remember that last year the Session 

decided to move our Heritage Day/Homecoming event 

from August (when itôs really hot!) to the second Sun-

day of October (when weather is much milder!). So 

when we say that we donôt have much to promote for 

August, please donôt worry that weôve forgotten about 

Heritage Day/Homecoming ï itôs just it was moved to 

October last year, and thatôs when weôll celebrate it 

again this year (on Oct. 12, to be precise). 

The last Sunday in August is the 31st, so several early 

events in September will be upon us suddenly, includ-

ing: weekly choir practice; a Sunday School Kickoff 

Breakfast on Sept. 7; classes for more ages in Sunday 

School; regular Sunday School and morning Worship 

hours starting Sept. 7; and weekly Adult Bible Study. 

(See the box at right for more details.) 

Of course, we still want everyone to participate in all 

of our August activities! We know that many families 

have been traveling or visiting during summer vaca-

tions, so we expect to see more folks in Sunday School, 

worship, Bible study, Circles, PEP Club, committee 

and  ministry  team  meetings,  and  other  ongoing  events 

here at Hebron Presbyterian Church. The work and 

ministry of the church continue, even when so many of 

us take breaks for our regular routines. 

In many churches in the United States, the church 

program year begins in September because of the na-

tional tendency to reduce activities between Memorial 

Day at the end of May, and Labor Day at the beginning 

of September, when so many public school systems are 

closed for the summer. 

When the kids go back to school in mid- to late-

August or early September (students go back to school 

in August County on Aug. 19, and in Staunton on Aug. 

20), then many adults also resume ñnormalò schedules. 

So it is with churches. 

The color used in church throughout July, August and 

September is green, which is the color for ñordinary 

time.ò The ñordinaryò in ñordinary timeò doesnôt mean 

unimportant ï it just means that we arenôt in a ñspecialò 

time, such as seasonal observances of Advent, Lent or 

Easter. Green is the color for ordinary time because it 

reminds us of green plants and evergreen trees. In ordi-

nary time, God still calls us to the Christian life, and 

calls us to continue to grow and mature in our faith. 

God never takes a vacation from loving us, or guiding 

us by the Holy Spirit to deeper faith and discipleship.

Meeting June 20-28 in San Jose, California, the 218th 

General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (USA) 

celebrated the countless ways Presbyterians are en-

gaged in ministry near and very far away ï all with a 

focus on discerning the mind of Christ for the church 

and seeking ways to live out this 2008 Assemblyôs 

theme based on Micah 6:8 ñTo do justice, love kind-

ness, and walk humbly with our God.ò 
 

There is a continuing shift from imposing our western 

culture when doing mission trips, projects, and out-

reach to reaching into a culture assisting in ways that

At the time adult and youth Sunday school was taking 

place at Second Presbyterian, shortly after the congre-

gationôs regular morning service had concluded, ac-

cording to Charlotte Klieman, a deacon at Second Pres-

byterian who was at her church when shots rang out 

next door. 

She said some children from TVUUC fled to Second 

Church on their own while others were directed there 

by members of the Presbyterian church who had gone 

outside to help. No children are believed to have been 

hit by the gunfire.  

Klieman said most of the children from the Unitarian 

church were taken to an upstairs youth room at Second 

Presbyterian.  She said parents  started arriving at about 

11:00 a.m. to pick up their children.

Presbyterian Church Becomes Shelter after Knoxville Church Shooting

Second Presbyterian Church in Knoxville, TN, became 

a temporary refuge Sunday, (July 27, for children fleeing 

a Unitarian church where a gunman opened fire killing 

two adults and leaving seven others injured. 

As many as two dozen children fled to Second Presby-

terian during the shooting at Tennessee Valley Unitarian 

Universalist Church (TVUUC), which is directly adja-

cent to Second Presbyterian. 

News reports said a man entered the Unitarian church 

at about 10:15 a.m. and began shooting during a produc-

tion of the musical ñAnnie.ò About 200 people were 

watching the production, which was being put on by 25 

children, the Associated Press reported. 

At least three TVUUC church members subdued the 

shooter and held him until officers arrived, police said.

ñA number of the children would say, óAre we safe 

here? Is it safe now?ôò Klieman said. ñWe didnôt know 

how many [gunmen] there were. We didnôt know if he 

had left the building. We got our preschool into lock-

down. We were running around closing the doors, try-

ing to get adults to come back into the sanctuary in-

stead of hanging around outside wondering what was 

going on.ò 

A suspect, Jim Adkisson, 58, of Powell, TN, was 

charged with one count of first-degree murder. Bail 

was set at $1 million late Sunday. 

Klieman said the Knoxville community remained in 

shock on Monday. ñIn this case it was in a place of 

sanctuary,ò she said. ñThe church is so important here. 

Itôs just like a violation.ò
