Happy New Year — the first of several!

During the year, Hebron Presbyterian Church will
observe at least three “new years”: Jan. 1, when we
celebrate the new year according to the standard calen-
dar; the first Sunday of Advent (Nov. 30 this year),
which is the first Sunday on the Christian calendar; and
the first Sunday in September (the 7th, this year),
which is the beginning of our “program year”— the Sun-
day when we resume our regular worship and Christian
education schedules, and when all groups and commit-
tees that took a summer break return to their regular
activities and meeting times.

As we begin our program year, we invite everyone to
come back to church for worship, Christian education,
and participation in the many ministries we undertake
here at Hebron.

All of us need to attend Sunday School and Sunday
worship, in order to deepen our faith, to share our gifts
with other members of our church, and to worship God.
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Join us for breakfast in the Fellowship Hall be-
ginning at 9:00 a.m. on Sunday, Sept. 7, as we
resume our regular hours for Sunday School
(9:55 a.m.) and Morning Worship (11:00 a.m.)

Some may think, “I’ve read the Bible, and I trust Je-
sus for my salvation, and that’s all that really matters.”

Come and join us for a “short” car ride through Heb-
ron’s History on Sunday, Sept. 28, immediately after
church. (In case of bad weather, the rain date is Sun-
day, Oct. 5.) We will leave from the church after morn-
ing worship, plus time for a bathroom break.

Bring your car or an “old car,” a packed lunch for
yourself, lawn chair, and enjoy a short ride through
some of Hebron’s past.

Our trip will be about 15 miles and probably take be-
tween 2 to 3 hours. It will be a relaxed time with visit-
ing, looking at the old cars, and eating your packed
lunch and watermelon. We will leave from church fol-
lowing the morning service and people may join or
leave the group at any time. There is no registration;
just join us!

If you have questions, please call Billie Jean Banks
(337-0782) or Lora Turnage (337-6859).

Each car will have a narration which will be read by
someone in the car as we drive along Hewitt Road, Cat-
tleman Road, and Glebe School Road. Drivers will not
change, but we will encourage riders to change. We
will not be going into anyone’s house, but we will have
stops where we can ask questions and glean from the
group answers to those questions.

The Hendersons have asked us to eat our packed
lunches at the lake on their property. Beverages will be
provided. At Walnut Grove Farm (the Crofts), a water-
melon break will be enjoyed. Emergency restroom
stops will be made at the homes of some of our church
members. A list of the “emergency bathroom stops”
will be given in the narration.

Following is a sample of the narration: “As we turn
right out of the parking lot — look at the first house on
the left. The bricks are from the ‘old manse.” Mr. Love-
grove was building ‘green’ before the 2008 trend. He
dismantled the manse built prior to 1870 and used the
materials to build this house in 1964. The Kepler Fam-
ily continued to live in the old manse while the present
day manse was built. In December of 1963, the Keplers
moved into the manse with many of the church mem-
bers at Hebron simply carrying the furniture out the
door and into the new manse. There are people at Heb-
ron today who helped on moving day. Elva Tuttle
served as treasurer of the manse building fund. Bill and
Giles Trimble’s father, the late Wallace Trimble, was
the chairman. The late J.W. Riley Jr., Linda Hickey’s
father, was in charge of capital improvements, and we
have his reports on the construction of the new manse
at a cost of $33,269. J.W.’s wife, the late Edith Riley,
made a pot of soup for moving day.”
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man soldiers/mercenaries who were hired by the Eng-
lish to fight in the American Revolution) were captured
during the war and large numbers of them were brought
to the Valley as prisoners. Following the war many
stayed and brought with them their stonemason skills.
We think the house was built for James Brown around
the end of the American Revolution (1781). It passed
out of the Brown Family around 1877 and another fam-
ily of Browns bought it in 1900, moving from Browns-
burg with team-pulled wagons on a snowy day in Janu-
ary of 1900. Hebron Church in late January, 1900. Our
beloved Jessie Warren and Isabel Brown were born in
this house and lived here till 1968.

As you turn left on Hewitt Road and travel through
the overpass watch on your left for a small church back
in the brush: Mt. Chapel. Built in 1884 for a Black
Congregation which had been there since 1869 when a
log church was built. Mr. Jim Vaughans (Black Sexton
at Hebron) worshipped here and is buried here. Congre-
gation became part of Cedar Green Methodist Church.

Steinhouse Farm: You will not be able to see this
house but marker is at entrance.

Another Hessian Stone House: The Clarence Shiflet
Family lived there for many years. Marie Shiflet Wood,
Moffett Shiflet and Kathleen Shiflet Gilmer (?) were
born in that house. Greyhound Bus people (Engles?)
remodeld it greatly in the 1950’s, modernizing much of
the architecture.

Brown Homeplace: An original land grant to Browns.
Home of Major Brown who gave the land for Hebron
Church, first known as Brown’s Meeting House. Large
older house in back of Nan and Bob’s house was built
in 1820’s.

Middle River: Indian Artifacts found in the field in
front of Clay Hewitt’s House. C.J. Coiner’s home
(Clay’s). Coiner gave the church bell at Hebron and in
addition to his first pledge, he gave three hundred dol-
lars more on the day of the dedication, June 9, 1901.
E.M. Hewitt, Sr. who farmed this land, was on the note

Swoope Chapel: Swoope Chapel as an outpost of
Hebron , established in 1884. Robert Crawford, grand-
father of Jim Crawford, was superintendent in 1920,
then Hobert Shiflet (uncle of Marie, Moffett, and Kath-
leen in 1930°s and E.M. Hewitt, Sr. in 1955. Closed in
1973. Swoope Depot. Swoope Cannery. Swoope Stores
and Post Office.

We will eat our packed lunches at the lake at Cottage
Hill and have restroom break. Discussion on “The Im-
portance of Middle River.” Swoope Mill. Wheatlands
(Home of Stonewall Jackson’s Engineer, Mason, and
Hannah Bush. Ruth Spradlin’s grandparents” home

sion: “John Croft Home.” Mention of Major, a black
man who lived with Crofts, who was buried at Mt.
Chapel. Use of an English Basement. Home of William
S. Baylor who is buried at Hebron, having been killed
at Second Bull Run. He was Commonweath Attorney
of Augusta County, a lawyer (Washington College),
and he was killed at about age 31. Just beyond Jean
Miller’s location of where Arthur Moore lived — Black-
smith at Snyder. Home of Senator East Edison Creek:
We have several members of this family in Old Ceme-
tery. Then back to Hebron!
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Frank Wyche will perform the ceremony. Fred Smiley
will be the elder representative from Hebron.

Session approved a wedding request from Shannon
Lineberry and Samantha Ralston.

Learn About Verona Food Pantry

Mr. Hunter Fauber started the Verona Food Pantry 17
years ago in his garage. Currently, twenty churches,
civic groups and individuals support the Food Pantry
which is located behind the social services building in
the government center in Verona. In addition to monies
provided by the above, the organization has chicken
barbeques and auctions to provide much needed mone-
tary support. Donations for the auctions include art
work, home décor objects, personal care items, gift bas-
kets, furniture, and gift certificates. At times funds are
also raised by pancake breakfasts held at Applebee’s
Restaurant. All donations and monies go to buy food
and all contributions are greatly appreciated.

The pantry distributes food to more than 5,000 indi-
viduals in one month. Mr. Fauber and a helper are in
the building 6 a.m.-1 p.m. 4 days each week. He does
all jobs related to the work of the food pantry assisted
by sixty volunteers. The 60 volunteers work over 1,000
hours each month. The food pantry is experiencing an
increase of about 137 new clients due to the current
downturn in the economy.An interview/screening
process is in place for those requesting assistance.

Mr Fauber is an extremely humble person who never
wants praise for this important ministry. He makes the
Verona Food Pantry a success and welcomes all who
come with a smile. Note that the pantry always needs
donations and volunteers! Hebron supports this effort
financially and with several volunteers from our con-
gregation.

In August 2005, after Hurricane Katrina, a break in
New Orleans’ 17th Street Canal floodwall (or levee)
caused Lakeview Presbyterian Church’s Weekday
School to be flooded with more than eight feet of wa-
ter. The PW grant will help rebuild the facility and ex-
pand its services. The mission for the school and
church: that each child and their family may grow in
the knowledge and love of God and that they may come
to a more abundant life in Christ our Savior.

As the chartering organization
for our two units, Cub Scout
Pack 122 and Boy Scout Troop
122, we — Hebron Presbyterian
Church — must provide adequate
meeting facilities (the scout hut)
and quality leadership for the
